Magical Achievements

Orphior Thadali is regarded as one of the greatest magical minds of his age. He earned the title of
Archmage in 1466 AW from the prestigious Institute of Magic, citing his exceptional skill across
all major schools of magic—particularly conjuration.

His written works have become mainstays in arcane education:

e Thadali’s Compendium of Dynamic Projections - A definitive text on practical conjuration.

e Atlas of Endless Horizons - A personal tome reportedly mapping other planes; never
published.

e Three additional educational texts of note, though met with mixed reception.

e Rumored Collaboration: The Demonomicon of Iggwilv. Though unverified, this potential
co-authorship has caused considerable debate among historians and demonologists.

Among his original spell creations, the most famous is Thadali’s Projected Shield, a long-range
variant of the classical Shield spell, which can be cast at a distance to defend allies.

His legacy is one of academic excellence, battlefield support, and deep political influence—equal
parts scholar, guardian, and operative.
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
